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PRIOR TO USE

Before using your tent check that it is complete and free from defects.
We strongly recommend you pitch your tent before going camping, to
familiarise yourself with its framework.

Seasoning is highly recommended. Fully close all doors/windows &
hose lightly but thoroughly to check for seam leakage.

Whilst the material of your tent is classified as waterproof, weather

conditions such as high winds/driving rain may cause slight leakage
through seam/zipped areas.

Please note that no breathable canvas tent can be guaranteed as
100% waterproof.

DURING USE

Choose a relatively flat pitching site that is free of stones & other sharp
objects that may pierce the fabric of your tent.

Avoid pitching beneath tree branches and too close to large gum trees.
In humid conditions it is common for condensation to form on the inside
of your tent. This is not leakage! Itis recommended that as many

ventilation points as possible, are left partially open whenever possible.

AFTER USE CARE

Clean off mud, grass & twigs prior to striking your tent.
Whenever possible, strike the tent only when dry.
If wet when struck, re-pitch the tent at the first dry opportunity & allow

to dry completely. Do not store a damp tent! Mould, mildew or rust will
form on the fabric/frame.

Store in dry, ventilated conditions.
